Turn the Glasses Over Plan

Objective:

Students will be able to internalize the pulse through their bodies and instruments.

Materials:

Rhythm Cards

Piano

Recorders

Shakers

Rhythm sticks

Digital Projector to display “Land's End”

Laptop

Blackboard

Procedure:

Warm-Up (6 minutes)

Greeting (30 seconds)

Tell student what we are going to be doing today in class. (30 seconds)

Scale (30 seconds)

Hey Ho, Look and See Say Your Name and Your Favorite Type of Pizza for me! (2-2½  minutes)

Rhythm Cards (2-2½  minutes)

-Say notes G, A, & B when they appear on the cards

Students pick smart partner and line up in circle (1 minute)

Turn the Glasses Over (12 minutes)

Review through song → (1 ½ minutes)

-“Let's see how much you remember while you're stepping in place” (front of our feet only, no heels)

Review through dance while singing (2 minutes)

-Remember we turn our partners all the way around then keep moving

-Hold hands with your partner promenade style and move in the same direction (MODEL w/student)

-Keep Circles BIG!!!! (keep distance between you and person you are following)

-LISTEN TO THE BEAT!!!

Teach “harder” dance (4 minutes)

-Think you guys are up to the challenge, but you have to listen very carefully

-Teach beginning of dance without singing/music, make sure they are moving only on the beat

-Inside circle goes counterclockwise, outside circle goes clockwise

-Walk around circle in step until they meet up with their partner

-Hold Hands with their partner when they meet up.

-Turn Each other under on words “turn the glasses over”-model with student/have students model

-Continue around circle in step until they meet up again

-Hold Hands with their partner

-Turn Each Other under on words “In the Ocean.”

Have students try harder dance with partner a couple times while singing (3 minutes)

Recorder (8-9 minutes)

Stay in circle different group get recorders when I say so (1 ½ minutes)

-girls wearing _____, girls wearing ______, boys wearing _____ , boys wearing ______ 

-Review what we played last time (A-B) (1 minute)


*This is what we call the A section

-Play through B section a couple times (2 minutes)


*Is it similar to the A section (what we played before)?



~NO, different notes!

-Introduction at the beginning (4 measures) (30 seconds)

-Play through entire piece with recording (#4 on CD) (2 minutes)

-Everyone put your recorders away quietly and come right back in front of the piano (1 minute)

The Lion Sleeps Tonight (12 minutes)

Briefly review form (ABA) (1 ½ minutes)

-Did anybody listen to their favorite songs on the radio and hear the form?

Review melody (30 seconds)

Review accompaniment (30 seconds)

Half of the group sings accompaniment and other sings melody, then switch (1 minute)

-I want everybody to move to the music!!!

Introduce new solo voice-Listen as I sing (2x) then you sing (1 ½ minutes)

Have boys sing melody and girls sing solo while I sing accompaniment then switch (1 ½ minutes)

Count off 1,2, and 3 (30 seconds)

-1s sing melody, 2s sing accompaniment, 3s sing solo and rotate around

Choose a few folks to play shakers and rhythm sticks (1 ½ minutes)

-Notate rhythms on the board

-Dotted eighth sixteenth rhythm-notice how it looks like te's but with an extra swing (long short long short...)

Sing 3x so each one sings a different part (3 minutes)

-DON'T DRAG IT OUT!

Wrap-Up (2 minutes)

Wrap Up Discussion of what we covered in the lesson

Goodbye Greeting

Have only boys with regular shoes line up when I finish giving directions, then girls with boots, boys with boots, and lastly girls with regular shoes.


Assessment:

Listening during “Hey Ho” for voice quality, intonation, and how well they are following pattern

Assessing how well students are able to move to the beat in the dance.

Assessing how well students are able to recall previous fingerings to perform B, A, & G for Land's End.

Assessing how well students are able to synchronize motor movements for Land's End.

Assessing how well students are able to apply concepts of form to popular music as well as the recorder piece.

Assessing how well students are able to sing with light, high voices and correct text.
